Break the Silence Between Us:

Youth Exchange

4 – 10 July 2011

(arrival 3.07, departure 11.07) Estonia

There are 4 participants per country of the age 18 - 25 years old + one group leader of any age.

Working language:

English (but it’s also not a problem if you or someone of your group don’t speak it) and international sign language (its knowledge is also not obligatory) – we will anyway find ways to communicate.
 

Description of the project: The project is an integrative youth exchange that will bring together 30 young people together from all over Europe (South, East, and Middle): Estonia, Czech Republic, Poland, Portugal, Italy and France. The delegations will bring together guys and girls from different countries of Europe, and some of whom would have problem with hearing, that is deaf.

During the exchange, we will use pedagogical tools like theater, music/poetry and culture workshops in order to help these people to create a great group dynamic and to work together on intercultural level. The non-verbal communication will be used as a working method and international sign language will be taught to all the participants. The mix between the 2 worlds: people who cannot hear and the ones who can will be an enrichment for all the participants, breaking certain barriers and prejudices and the beginning of interesting projects about this thematic (we plan to provide after the youth exchange EVS opportunities for this network of NGOs and also a training course about the thematic).

Workshops

Objective to create a play where sign language and usual language is used. The aim of the play is to make it understandable for everybody. So people have to work on making the play that obvious using sign language and usual language, that both sides would understand the play.
 

Music/dance/poetry workshop:

Workshop for participants who are willing to learn a lot. This workshop will include intense learning of sign language, because deaf music consists using sign language while the music is playing on the background. Also teaching deaf people to dance traditional dances, because they would learn more about their own culture – and doing so they feel more integrated to their culture. It would be nice to make a big show that consists poetry and music in sign language and dances.

Cultural workshop:

Different discussions and exercises to learn more about differences/similarities between two cultures (E.g. simulation games, role plays). The aim is to find the same language that both sides understand. To find possibilities how to communicate, to understand the other side better. Quizzes and a lot of different games.
